PAC-10 DIVERS AND COACHES OF THE YEAR SELECTED AT CHAMPIONSHIPS

WALNUT CREEK, Calif. -- ARIZONA's Brian Spears and STANFORD's Megan Gardner were named
the Pac-10 Men's and Women's Divers of the Year, in a vote of Pacific-10 Conference coaches at the Pac-
10 Diving Championships in Tucson this past week. Commissioner Tom Hansen also announced that
Wildcat Coach Cynthia Potter and UCLA coach Tom Scotty were selected as the Pac-10 Men's and
Women's Coaches of the Year, respectively. '

Spears, a senior from Colorado Springs, Colo., finished first in the platform with a 470.75 mark
defeating 1995 Pac-10 Diver of the Year, David Johns of Stanford. He helped lead the Wildcats to a
second place overall finish. This is the second time in his intercollegiate career that Spears was named
Pac-10 Diver of the Year. '

Gardner, a junior from Cheshire, Conn., played a key role in Stanford's 10th consecutive Pac-10 women's
swimming and. diving title along with the Pac-10 Diver of the Year honor. She won the women's
platform event with a score of 393.55. The Cardinal are seeking their fifth straight NCAA. crown next
month.

Potter, in her 12th and final season of coaching the Wildcat divers was selected as Pac-10 Men's Diving
Coach of the Year. She will be leaving Arizona after the NCAA Championships in March. Potter has
developed the Arizona diving program into one of the top programs in the Conference. This is her
second Pac-10 Diving Coach honor.

Scotty of UCLA was named Pac-10 Women's Diving Coach of the Year. The Bruin head coach has been

at UCLA for three seasons and has coached three divers to a total of 10 NCAA All-American
performances. This is his second Pac-10 Diving Coach of the Year honor.

KRISTINE QUANCE AND MARK SCHUBERT OF USC EARN
PAC-10 WOMEN'S SWIMMER AND COACH OF THE YEAR HONORS

WALNUT CREEK, Calif. -- USC junior Kristine Quance has been named the Pacific-10 Conference
Swimmer of the Year and USC coach Mark Schubert was named Coach of the Year, Commissioner Tom
Hansen announced today.

The Northridge, Calif., native has earned All-American honors the past two years and is on her way
to Atlanta this summer to compete in the Olympics. Quance will be swimming for the U.S. National
team in both the 200 IM and 200 breaststroke.

At the NCAA's this season she won three individual national tities in the 200 breaststroke, 200 IM and
the 400 IM. She also posted three new personal bests and two USC team bests in the 200 breaststroke
and 400 IM. USC placed fourth at the NCAA's.

Schubert finished his third season coaching the Trojan women. He posted a 9-1 record and three out of
the four relay teams at this year's NCAA's were top four finishers, all setting new USC team records.
The women of Troy have won eight national individual and one relay titles since Schubert took over
the women's program.

Schubert is currently coaching three USC swimmers who will participate in the Olympic games this

summer. This is his first Pac-10 Coach of the Year honor and he has a 54-10 overall mark {men and
womeny).
