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Freestyles, relays lift Auburn in I men's swimming

Aubum proved that the shortest distance between two points is a freestyle sprint.

That and dominance in the relay events propelled the Tigers to their first team title at
the Division I Men's Swimming and Diving Championships March 27-29 at
Minnesota.

Scoring 111 points in the two freestyle sprints and winning four of the five relays,
the Tigers built an early lead and cruised to a convincing victory after finishing
second ]ast year.

Sparked by freshman Brett Hawke's upset victory over favored Neil Walker of
Texas in the 50-yard freestyle, Aubum scored 173 points during the first day.
Walker had set a meet record in the preliminaries, but Hawke touched the wall in
19.19 seconds in the final, .06 ahead of Walker.

Auburn placed five other swimmers in the event and added 51 points to its team
total. The Tigers also won both relays the first day, including the 400-yard medley
relay, in which they set a pool record.

Auburn had won just ene relay before this year -- the 400-yard freestyle relay in

1996 -- but won all but one of this year's relay events, inciuding a successful

defense of its 400 freestyle title. In all, Auburn scored 305 of its 4961/2 total points
in the five relays and two freestyle sprints,

Stanford, a three-time champion in the 1990s, was a distant second with 340 points. Tom Wilkens was the Cardinal's lone event winner with a title in the
400-yard individual medley.

Besides Frolander, John Piersma of Michigan and Jeremy Linn of Tennessee were double winners in swimming events — Piersma in the 200- and
500-yard freestyles and Linn in both breaststrokes. Linn's time in the 100-yard breaststroke was a meet record. The junior Olympian has won three
breaststroke titles in two years.

Another meet record fell in the 100-yard backstroke as Walker shrugged off his defeat in the 50-yard fresstyle to capture his first career win, His time of
45.25 seconds topped the previous best set by Brian Retterer of Stanford in 1995.

In diving, Miami (Florida) dominated, scoring all but five of its 197 points in the three events. Junior Tyce Routson won the platform and three-meter

events and finished third in the one-meter to become the meet's top point scorer with 56 points. Teammate Rio Ramirez won the one-meter and scored 48
total points, fourth highest in the mest.
